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Place a white cloth on the table or floor (white — the colour for Easter)
Place a cross, bible and candle on it. Light the candle or use a battery-
operated candle for safety. Add any other symbols relevant to your
family.

Lord, hear us. All: Lord, hear our prayer

Loving God, you gave us Jesus who loves us so much, just like a shepherd cares for their
flock. Let us be more like Jesus and care for others in the same way he does. Amen.
