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Place a white cloth on the table or floor (white — the colour for
solemnity)

Place a cross, bible, and candle on it. Light the candle or use a battery-
operated candle for safety. Add any other symbols relevant to your
family.

When they could
not find him with their relatives and friends, they went back to Jerusalem and started looking for him there.

Three days later they found Jesus sitting in the temple, listening to the teachers and asking them questions.
Everyone who heard him was surprised at how much he knew and at the answers he gave.

When his parents found him, they were amazed. His mother said, “Son, why have you done this to us? Your father
and | have been very worried, and we have been searching for you!”

Jesus answered, “Why did you have to look for me? Didn’t you know that | would be in my Father’s house?” But
they did not understand what he meant.

Jesus went back to Nazareth with his parents and obeyed them.
